Re: Activities during the school year 2008/09

During the course of the school year, all classes undertake a variety of different activities outside their classrooms/ school premises. These include, for example, co-operative activities with other classes/ schools, including activities promotong integration with pupils with special needs, choir, visits to the church, sports, matches, class outings, school tours, library visits, etc. and any other activities that may arise. When children take part in these activities, we increase the level of supervision to meet the needs of the particular activity accordingly.

We are asking for your permission to allow your child take part in the different activities that arise during the school year.

Our Learning Support Teacher works in conjunction with Class Teachers in supporting our pupils’ learning, both in the children’s classroom and by withdrawing individuals or groups to her own room for supplementary teaching. She also plays an important role in the school in assisting class teachers in measuring our pupils progress, primarily in literacy, and in promoting literacy related activity throughout the school. Should the Class Teacher have any concerns regarding a child’s progress, we engage the Learning Support Teacher to assist the Class Teacher in examining these concerns. Should further assessment be deemed necessary, we invite the child’s parents to meet with us and discuss the issues of concern.

It has been brought to my attention that there are a number of new parents to the school who are not familiar with these activities: should any parent have any questions about this, or any other matter, please feel free to contact the school.

We hope to make real progress in setting up our school website in the next number of weeks. Part of the website will involve group photographs of children engaging in various school related activity, similar to those we normally display on the school notice board. Pupils will not be identified by their full names with these photos. However reference may be made to their class, e.g. pupils from X class …. If you have an objection to having your child included in these photographs, please let us know in writing as soon as possible, so that we can facilitate your wishes.

Indeed if you do not wish your child to take part in any particular activity please send in a letter with your child to his/her teacher stating so.
