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AGM

The Parents Association AGM on 23rd September kicked off with a demonstration on the use of ‘Smart’ interactive whiteboards. The Chairperson’s report concentrated on the year’s highlights and thanked all those who had been involved in the Association’s work throughout the year. A detailed financial report was given by the Treasurer.  The Principal, Ms Marie Roberts, noted that the outgoing committee had been great to work with and thanked them for their hard work. She stressed the importance of parental involvement, pointing to the strong results of the Sigma- and Micra-T tests as evidence. The use of local history and geography as a topic in school has been expanded and it was suggested that involvement of the wider local community in this could be an ongoing project.
